
FIRE SAFETY POLICY
Threipmuir Steading

Indoor Fires
Staff and Volunteers are responsible for fire safety inside the steading.  There are two fireplaces and both must be used only under supervision.  A full bucket of water is provided in each room.  Any incident leading to uncontrolled fire in either area must be followed be immediate evacuation.   

Outdoor Fires 
Only small controlled fires are used for cooking purposes and traditional fire lighting training purposes under continual supervision from our volunteers or staff.
· Participants are advised to wear long sleeves and trousers with hair tied back.
· Facilitators and volunteers must be aware of fallen ash and wind direction and strength.
· Cold water must be available for treatment of burns
· A bucket of water present at fire at all times to put out uncontrollable flames.
· Participants made aware of fire risks, strict rules followed around fire. 
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
